We mixed concrete, laid cement floors but

also re-built a house for Ana May, a woman in the community, whose home had burned down

months before. She had been living in a small shed-like structure for several months when we

arrived. That week was not easy; it was hot, humid, and | had never experienced physical labor

like that before.

Growing up in the 21st century, I've always been accustomed to using my phone. But there was

no service in Banica and that was one of the best parts. I've never laughed harder or played

more card games than | did that week. This experience taught me how to have deeper and

more genuine conversations with people.

Seeing the faces of the people we served was one of the best
parts. They were so nice and grateful. One day after work, they
made us food to thank us for all our hard work. The thing that
struck me the most though was how happy they were. It made
me realize that you dont need a lot to be happy. When |
returned home, | realized that ordinary things to me were
actually luxury items in Banica. | realized how thankful | was for
the things | had been taking for granted. That week taught me
how to live in the present moment and to never judge people
because of what they have or who their friends are. The most
important thing was that | grew closer God and became a better
Christian and child of God because of this trip. It was an
unforgettable week and | will forever hold a special place in my

heart for everyone on the trip and the people of Banica.
